6) Personal Interest:  Attach an essay of sufficient length to describe your reasons for entering 

into the field of forestry and how you would utilize this scholarship for the improvement of 
your career and the profession of forestry. 

 
7) Letter(s) of Support:  Submit a letter from a counselor, instructor, or employer supporting  

your application for the scholarship.  Note:  This letter can be submitted separately as long 
as it is received prior to the deadline for submitting the application as indicated on the 
Announcement.
